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Report for the year 19~ 

The Federal District Commission under the name of 
the Ottawa Improvement Commission -vras established by Act of 
Parliament in 1399 to beautify and improve the City of· Ottawa 
and environs by the construction and maintenance of parks, 
driveways, p~blic squares, boulevards, buildings and bridges. 
In 1934 the Commission was given the further responsibility 
of improving and caring for the grounds of all Dominion Govern­
ment buildings in Ottawa. These now number ninety-six. Cer­
tain additional services are rendered with respAct to these 
buildings including the removal of snow from walks, drives, 
courtyards and steps and the collection of refuse, garbage 
and ashes from a large number of these buildings. Funds for 
this work are provided by annual grants and votes of Parlia­
ment on estimates approved by the governor-in-council. 

The Federal District Commission also develops and 
landscapes the grounds of newly-constructed government build­
ings at t}··.e cost of the departments affected.

Amendments to the Federal District Commission Act 

To enable the Federal District Commission to dis­
charge more readily the duties that will devolve upon it in 
connection with the proposed further development of the 
National CaP.ital and environs, the following amendments were 
made in 194€; to the Federal District Commission Act of 1927 
to assure a more national outlook in the work of the Commis­
sion~ to Widen its powers and to increase the funds at its 
disposal: 

1. The membership was increased from ten to nineteen 
to provide for representation from each provino.e of Canada. 
By order in council P. c. 5263 dated November 12, 1943, the 
following persons were appointed:

2. To provide for the orderly development in accor­
dance with such general plan as may ultimately be decided upon, 
no structures may be erected on Dominion-owned or controlled 
lands within the National Capital District unless the site 
and plans have first been approved by the Commission. 

3. . The annual grant to the Commission was raieed from 
$200,000 to $300,000 for a period of sixteen years from April 
1' 1946. 
4. Provision was made for the operation by the Commis-
sion of places of refreshment, amusement or shelter, for the 
sale of property no longer required for parks or other purposes 
and for the leasing of property while it is not needed for 
purposes of the Commission. 

5. The sum of $3 1 000,000 was provided for the purchase 
of land or the carrying out of schemes of improvements re­
quiring a larger outlay than is available from the actual an­
nual income of the Commission. 

National Capital District Planning 

In order the better to carry out the duties imposed 
of it by the amendments in its Act above referred to, the 
Federal District Commiss~on was authorized under Order-in­
Council P. c. 1266, dated April lg, 1946, to appoint a 
National Capital Planning Committee to act in an advisory 
capacity in the carrying out of its new duties. Further, 
in order to define the area to be covered by its activities 1 

Order-in-Council P. C. 5634, dated August 16, 1945, laid down 
an area of approxima~ely 900 square miles centering on Ottawa 
and Hull as the National Capital District. 

The principal functions of this Committee are to 
advise the Federal District Commission in regard to the 
development on government-owned and controlled property in 
the National Capital District and to draw up a Master Plan 
having in mind at all times the necessary interest of the 
people as represented by the Government of Canada, the 
Government of the Provinces of Onterio and Quebec, the Cities 
of Ottawa and Hull and other municipalities within the district. 
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On the initiative of the Ontario municipalities 
within the District and under the authority of the Ontario 
Planning Act 1946, an Ottawa Planning Area Board was set 
up to co-operate with the National Capital Planning Com­
mittee. This Board, once its plans are approved, will have 
vested in it authority outside that of the Federal District 
Commission. The membership of these two bodies are largely 
interlocking and it is hoped thereby to secure complete co­
operation and authority in the carrying out of an~ plans 
decided upon within the District on the Ontario side of the 
Ottawa River. 

There is at present no comparable body to the 
Ottawa Planning Area Board for the Quebec Municipalities 
within ~he National Capital District, but it is expected 
that the necessary provincial legislation will be enacted 
to permit of the organization, by the affected twenty-three 
municipalities, of an urban board or commission. Meanwhile 
representation for the Quebec Municipalities within the 
district has been provided for on the National Capital 
Planning Committee.

Mr. Jacques Greber, eminent landscape architect 
and town planner is Consultant to the Committee. 

The Committee felt that the primary consideration 
in the preparation of the master plan for the National Capital 
District lay in the solution of the very unsatisfactory rail­
way and highway traffic situation presently existing in and 
arour.4 Ottawa and Hull. For instance it seemed to be en­
tirely unnecessary and undesirable for a freight terminal to 
exist in the centre of the National Capital within one­
quarter mile of the Parliament Buildings and that another 
should exist on what is one of the finest sites in the district 
adjacent to the bank of the Ottawa River along Sussex Street. 
Furthermore, as the National Capital grows, it is considered 
that something must be done to relieve the traffic congestion 
in the centre of the city and to eliminate, as far as possible 
the passage of through east-west commercial traffic along Wel­
lington Street immediately in front of ihe Houses of Parlia­
ment. With the development of further ~overnment Department 
Buildings on both sides of Wellington Street, this traffic 
will become more and more objectionable. 

Therefore, in order the better to study these pro­
blems from the thoroughly objective point of view, the 
following Sub-Committees were set up:

Following studies made by these sub-committees 
the National Capital Planning Committee submitted an interim 
report to the President of the Privy Council on June 2, 1947, 
r€commending the acquisition by the Dominion Government of 
lands for new industrial sites, railway freight terminals 
and yards, and the construction of a bridge over the Rideau 
Canal between Sparks ·Street and Laurier Avenue, as initial 
and essential steps in the development of the National 
Capital and environs. 

By Order-in-Council P. c. 3531, October 1, 1947, the 
Minister of Public Works was authorized to expropriate lands 
in the provinces of Ontario and Quebec Within the National 
Capital District, for industrial sites and railway terminal 
facilities. Also funds were provided to make preliminary 
investigations, studies, plans and estimates of costs of the 
proposed bridge. These were completed during the year and 
referred to the City of Ottawa for approval in so far as its 
interests are affected before appropriate recommendation is 
made to the government by the Commission. 

A plan providing for the ultimate removal of the 
many railway lines that criss-cross the Cities of Ottawa and 
Hull and environs, and for the future location of the Union 
Station and other railway terminal facilities, was approved 
in principle by the National Capital Planning Committee and 
Federal District Commission. The plan was referred to the 
affected railway companies for study and approval and they 
agreed to cooperate as fully as possible in its develoument. 
To give effect to such a plan the affected municipalities 
will be expected to pass the necessary zoning regulaticr:P. 
and to provide essential services to the new industrial sites. 

A ?ublic Information Sub-Committee consisting of 
Controller G. w. Goodwin, Chairman, Col. J. P. Carriere, 
C. G. Cowan, D. P. Cruikshank, and Controller Finley McRae 
was appointed to study ways and means of disseminating 
informating to the public on the planning proposals for the 
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National Ca.pi tal and clistrict and to rE?commend a plan of 
procedure for such purpose. The services of Mr. Walter 
Bowker of the National Film Board were obte.ined on loan 
to take charge of the wor1~. 

The basic progrs .. m consists of two films, on a 
ten minute colour proauction for theatrical release in the 
National Film Board's 11 Cane.da Carries On 11 series; and the 
other a twenty minute black and white 16 mm. film for 
community film library use and distributed on the Film 
Board's rural circuits. Both productions were completed 
during the year and are considered to be excellent films. 

A fifty page illustrated booklet designed to 
introduce the Capital and the plans for its development in 
a general way 1 also was produced during the year. The 
booklet explains what a National Capital is, compares 
Canada's Capital with foreign capitals established on the 
Federal District plan, and deals briefly with Ottawa 1 s 
history, its appearance today, shows something of the plans 
for the future, and explains the interrelationship of the 
various authorities concerned in the planning. 

The booklet is to be distributed to members of the 
Senate and the House of Commons, members of provincial 
legislatures, schools, public libraries, professional and 
community organizations interested in planning, etc. 

A start was also made on the construction of a 
travelling exhibit for display in Canadian Cities. This will 
consist of models of the Capital of the future, together with 
suitable maps, plans and photographs. 

An Architectural Sub-Committee was formed of Messrs. 
Charles David, J. A. Ewart and A. s. Mathers to examine p:)_ans 
of government buildings referred to the Committee by the 
Federal District Commission for report and recommendation. 

Numerous meetings of the National Capital Planning 
Committee and its sub-committees were held during the year 
and working in close co-operation with Mr. Jacques Greber, 
consultant to the Committee, considerable progress has been 
made in the preparation of the Master Plan for the National 
Capital District, the completion of which is expected early 
in 1949. 
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Parks and Parkways of Federal District Commission 

The parkWay system of the Federal District Com­
mission extends from Rockcliffe Park, east or Ottawa~ to 
the Aylmer Road, west of Hull 1 Quebec, which is reached by 
the crossing of the Ottawa River at the Champlain Bridges, 
consirucied by the Commission in the years 1923--192S. The 
banks of the Ottawa and Rideau Rivers and Rideau Canal in 
the Federal Capital are closely followed for considerable 
distances by the driveways. About twenty-two miles of 
driveways have been built. 

The following areas of Parkland are owned or con­
trolled by the Commission.

In addition to ihe above listed park lands, the 
Commission was authorized in 193S, to acquire land on the 
A1Sh•spur of the Laurentian Hills, between the Gatineau and 
Ottawa Rivers. This wooded area is known as Gatineau Park 
and has become a retreat for fur bearing animals, as deer, 
bear, fox, beaver, mink and raccoon. 

This area will ultimately comprise about 50,000 
acres of which 23,g56 acres have been acquired to date. At 
present the Southerly limit is the Chelsea--Kingsmere Road, 
which is about 9 miles as the crow flies from the Peace 
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Tower. Certain isolated parcels have been acquired south 
of Pink Lake and ultimately Gatineau Park will follow the 
natural spur of hills into the built up areas of the City. 
of Hull. 

Due to its proximity to the urban population, 
Gatineau Park is being developed as a recreational area for 
all income groups. Ski facilities are being developed in 
co-operation with private clubs and other interests. Trails, 
bathing beaches, shelters have already been provided and it 
is anticipated that these facilities will be greatly extended. 

That this policy has been successful is indicated 
by the 200,000 visitors who used the park in 194g. This 
was the largest attendance of any Federal natural park in 
Canada. 

Gatineau Park is under the control of a superin­
tendent and a staff of six rangers. They act as fire guards, 
game wardens, and police constables in addition to their 
regular duties. 

Maintenance of Parkway System 

The spring and early summer of 1943 were very 
favourable as regards growing conditions and there was a 
fair showing of annuals. The grass in the parks maintained 
a uniformly green appearance owing to the evenly districuted 
rain fall and growth of trees and shrubs was normal. However, 
during the late summer and early autumn a very prolonged dry 
spell was experienced in the Ottawa district and conditions 
were completely reversed. Little rain fell until almost the 
beginning of winter and the effect on all growing things was 
very noticable. The usual display of hardy chrysanthemums 
was at least two weeks later than usual and the continued 
lack of sufficient ground water supplies was the cause of 
much concern as to the ability of certain shrubs and trees 
to survive the following winter. 

As the activities of the Commission enlarge, 
additional maintenance problems are constantly being added. 
The upkeep of the Driveway and of grounds and areas sur­
rounding Government buildings involve the usual items of 
cutting grass, maintaining roadways, walks.and curbs, 
planting, seeding, fertilizing and care of trees, shrubs 
and flower beds, maintenance of structures, bridges and 
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lighting sy~tems, snow removal, etc.. A very heavy i tern is 
the removal of refuse from all Government-owned properties 
i.n the area. 

Snoi!IT removal problems during the winter of 1947-4e 
were less.onerous than usual owing to a less than average 
snow-fall. Most of the difficult~es experienced were due 
to the increased demand by civil servants for ~nnter parking 
space around Government Buildings. 

In addition to the usual maintenance work as 
outlined above, the folloiiiTing special i terns are worthy of 
mention: 

Strathcona Park- New extension was.developed in rear of 
Isolation Hospital with foot path along Rideau 
River bank to Mann Avenue. 

Dundonald Park- (Somerset Street at Lyon Street) completely 
reconstructed and replanted along moder~ lines. 

Bate Island- Extensiye grading and planting done. A parking 
area and new stone masonry comfort station were 
constructed. 

Champlain Bridges -·Repairs to piers and abutments was 
continued. Complete repainting of the bridges 
which was begun in 1947 was finished this year. 

Island Park Drive - The bridle path along 1•Te st side was 
filled in and seeded--about 10,000 feet long and 
10 feet iN' ide. 

Ottawa River bank just west.of Champlain Brid~e- Eight acres 
graded and seeded. About 25,000 cu ic yards of . 
filling from contractor's excavations on various 
buildings in Qttawa were used in low-lying areas. 
Portion of main drainage ditch covered in and lined 
with concrete. 

Rockcliffe Park - Roof on refectory ~ras rebuilt; also planting 
of pines in this area. 

Central Park- Protective metal fencing placed around lagoon 
both sides from O'Connor Street to Rideau Canal. 
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Major Hill Park - Fence removed and new· 1111alk built along 
west side of MacKenzie Avenue. 

Pare Jacques Cartier, Hull -Heavy gra~ing, filling, seeding 
and planting. Eight new lamp standards and some 
permanent benches were added. 

Pare Ste-Marie and Pare Fontaine, Hull - Additional grading 
carried out, 

Greenhouses, Rockcliffe - A complete painting job, inside 
and out was carried out. 

Aylmer Road Section - A new large tool-house was erected. 

Dow's Lake Section- An extensive planting was mRde.of bright­
colourea twig dogwood shrubs west of lake. Fore­
man 1 s tool shed nne~ unsightly plantation removed. 
T111To hundred B: n~ fifty cubic yards grading ~ere 
used and two hundred feet of walk filled in. 
Results of 2.4.D spraying were outstanding. 

Experimental Farm Driveway - Renovation of shrub beds carried 
out. A large number of rugosa roses were added. 

Rideau River Expropriated Properties - Very extensive weed­
cutting was clone; ne1'tf t;,velve inch storm drain was 
laid Rnd considerable filling add~d at Nordic Circle 
to drain low-lying area; a well was drilled near 
Hurdmans Bridge for community use. 

Echo Drive - East of Bank Street heavy plantations of white· 
birch and flo1'tfering crabs made on steep bank. 

Exhibition Grounds - Interplanting of shrubs among Lombardy 
popfars was completed. 

Rideau Canal Drive - Grading and restoring bank anC' walk behind 
ne-wiy constructed Canal Wall north of Argyle Avenue. 

Rockcliffe - At boundary line between Commission property and 
Royal Canadian Mounted Police property along Ottawa 
River, roadway ~as rebuilt follot'tTing construction of 
large outlet sewer by Gloucester Township leading 
from Manor Park. 
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Rideau Hall - Various small construction jobs included 
resurfacing of minor r aor:~1,.,;ay areas, ext en si ve 
thinning of old tree p~antation anf considerable 
new planting. Portion of vegetable garGen area 
was planted with trees.

The grounds of the Ott~wa Civic Hospital of about 
seventeen acres in extent are maintained by the Commission 
at cost. The sum of ~~~~42.00 was expended during the year 
on this work, all of which was repaid to the Commission by 
the City of Ottawa from the funds of the Black Estate. 

Gatineau Park Snow Plowing 

The Chelsea H1gh1,ray, the principal route to 
Gatineau Park from Ottawa anc Hull, was kept clear of sno~r 
from the Hull City limits to Old Chelsea. Sections of the 
Meach Lake and Kingsmere Roads were also plowed to furnish 
easy access to park entrances. A total of fifteen miles of 
roadway are maintained in this manner c,uring the winter 
season. 

Mosquito Control Operations 

As there was little spring flooding and compara­
tively few sno'tv pools, repeated spraying 1tJas required only 
in a few areas. Good results 1,r ere obtained. 

As in former years a 1% solution of technical DDT 
in light fuel oil was used. 

Under brushing and ditching were carried out in 
the Rockcliffe, Dow's Lake anc Cole's Swamp areas. 

The main drainage ditch at Champlain Bridge 11ras 
extended and partially covered with a reinforced concrete 
top.
