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General Remarks 

1950 was a most active and successful year for the 
Federal District Commission as construction of various 
elements in the programme for the development of the National 
Capital was commenced4 

In the spring work started on the i~ackenzie King 
Bridge connecting Waller and Elgin Streets, After c~mpetitive 
tendering, the contract was awarded to the E1 G. M. vape 
Construction Company of l"Iontreal, By agreement with the City 
after this tridge is fully cowpleted all .heavy traffic on 
Wellington Strec:t will be r'e-routed thereto and the east-west 
streets leadin~ to this bridge will be declared to be for one 
way traffic only. 

Early in t~e fall work commenced on the initial 
portion of the construction of the Railway cut-off line and 
this contract waa undert~ken by the Therrien Construction 
Company, Tordnto~ who submitted the lowest bid. 

In accordance with legislation passed for the purpose 
and in order to ensu:re a satisfacto:ry standard of design for 
the Federal buildings to ~e constructed in the Ottawa area, 
regulations were distributed to all Departments advising them 
of the necessity of securing the approval of the Federal 
District Commission to the site, layout plan and exterior 
elevations of such buildings. The drawings illustrating the 
proposals of the various departments were studied in detail by 
the Architectural Sub-Committee of the National Capital Plan­
ning Committee. In all, ten major site plans and thirty build­
ing designs were.studied and approved after certain changes. 

Substantial steps have peen taken towards ultimately 
supplanting the Canadian National Railway crosstown tracks 
with a crosstown arterial highway, and land was acquired from 
the Rideau River to the City Limits at Cyrville to extend 
this highway easterly. The Minister of Highways of the Pro­
vince of Ontario has agreed to connect the Montreal-Ottawa 
portion of the Trans Canada Highway to this Right-of-Way. 

The travelling exhibit consisting of models, drawings 
and photographs of the present and future National Capital was 
shown in six Cities during the year. It was accorded a most 
favourable reception and there is little doubt that it has 
contributed greatly towards building a favourable public re­
action to the development of the National Capital and has 
encouraged the interest in local planning., Further,its affect 
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on the devl::lopoent of Canadian Cltiz~nship has .been marked 
by instilling in the public mind a symbol for Canada. 

Property acquisitions have been carried out in con~ 
nection with the Mackenzie King Bridge, the crpsstown arterial 
road and Gatineau Park. The grounds of the former Prime 
Minister including "Moorside" at Kingsme~e have been turrled 
over to the Commission for maintenance by the Government of 
Canada which received this property as a bequest from the 
late the Right Honourable Willi~ Lyon Mackenzie King, P.C. 
This gift will serve as a valuable adjunct to the present 
holdings of the Commission in the Park. In addition, the 
most important step of projecting the main entrance to Gatineau 
Park from· the Ayloer Road was started by the acquisition of 
several affected properties. A donation of lana. at the east 
end of the Mackenzie King Bridge was received from the County 
of Carleton and the Hydro Electric Power Comillission of Ontario 
has agreed to a long lease at nominal cost for park purposes 
to the Federal District Commission of its extensive holdings 
overlooking the magnificient rapids at Deschenes. Settlements 
and negotiations with owners who have been expropriated are 
proceeding steadily and it appears that little, if any, court 
litigation will be required to finally clear all outstanding 
cor.1r.1i tmen t s. 

Relations between the various municipalities and the 
Comoission have been good and cooperation has been to a large 
extent satisfactory. Officials of the Federal District Com­
raission are r.1er.::tbers of the Advisory Board of the Ottawa Plan­
ning Area Board wnicn has jurisdiction in the City of Ottawa, 
the Town of Eastview, the Townships of Nepean and Gloucester, 
and the Village of Rockcliffe Park. Through its Mayor, the 
City of Hull too is consulting wi tn the Corar:d ssion on planning 
matters. During the year cooperation with respect to housing 
was extended to the City of Ottawa with regard to the St. 
Louis Farw and to the City of Hull with regard to the Benedict 
Farm. It is anticipated that both schemes will be prototypes 
of good living. 

The urban parkway systeo of the Co~~ission received 
much favourable comment from out of town visitors as well as 
the local residents and in particular the beds of begonias 
along Echo Drive, the tulip displays throughout the system, 
and the planting on Parliament Hill and around the War 
Memorial were of great interest. Widespread damage occurred 
late in the fall to trees and lamp globes on the Driveway 
system due to a hurricane. 
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The maintenance and upkeep of twenty-two miles of 
Driveway and 73S,5 acres of parks, together with the care of 
213 acres of ground surrounding Governoent Buildings consti­
tute a t1ajor and constant activity of the Cor.1L".:ission. As well 
some 917 acres of undeveloped park land required periodical 
care and weed control. 

The Department of Veterans' Affairs kindly granted 
the Cor.mission the use of eight acres of land under license 
of occupation to be used as an addition to the present nursery 1 
thus doubling its size. 

The Coo~ission under the direction of the Department 
of Public Works has completed much of the work in connection 
with the grounds for the official residence of the Prime 
Minister. 

The policing by the Royal Canadian Mounted Police of 
the Driveway system has, as in the past, been most satisfactory 
although the recent increases in the Commission's holdings 
have placed a strain on the resources of the local detachment 
responsible for the work. 

During the year a large percentage of the over-age 
employees were released with a consequent improvement in 
efficiency within the Commission and arrangeoents were com­
pleted to provide payroll deductions to cover premiums for a 
hospital and medical scheme. 

Equipment and motor vehicles are in good condition 
which in view of the possible fu\.ure shortage of such items is 
a cause for gratification.

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Historical 

The Ottawa Improvement Commission was set up in 
1899 by the then Prime Minister Sir Wilfred Laurier as an 
outgrowth of' his hopes that Ottawa would become the 
"Washington of the North 11 and this Commission was empowered 
to cooperate with the Corporation of the City of Ottawa to 
improve and beautify the City. During the first decade it 
was active in the acquisition of land and the construction 
of parks and driveways under the direction of its Chairman, 
Sir Henry Bate (1899-1913) following very largely proposals 
advocated by Frederick Todd, Landscape Architect, Montreal. 

Many important works were carried out between 1899-
1912 as follows: 

roadways. 

The development of the Rockcliffe National Parks; 

Embellishment of the banks of the Rideau Canal 
and t11e Driveway required in connection therewith; 

Construction of Lady Grey Drive, the Causeway 
across Dow's Lake (since removed), lVlinto Bridges; 

The development of Strathcona Park, Central Park, 
King Edward Avenue Park, Nepean Point Park, 
Dundonald Park, MacDonald Gardens; 

The acquisition of land and the construction of 
Monkland and Clemow Avenues and Linden Terrace. 

At the end of 1912 there was in all 13.28 miles of 

All the above mentioned projects were carried out 
on a rather limited budget by today's standards but wages 
in 1900 were for basic labour $1.17 per 9 hour day in con­
trast to 75~ per hour in 1950. Some donations of land were 
made to the work. 

In 1911 the Government under Sir Robert Borden 
considered the desirability of making comprehensive plans 
for the Capital District and appointed Sir Henry Holt to 
head this project. Park developments were an integral part 
of the project and officers of the Ottawa Improvement Com­
mission cooperated in its preparation. The war of 1914-
1918 intervened before this report could be implemented. 
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During the period 1913-26 the Ottawa Improvement 
Commission was directed by Chairmen Sir Henry K. Egan (1913-
20) and John B. Fraser, Esq. ( 1920-26). lVIo st of the work 
consisted of improvements to the existing system. The most 
significant development was the construction of Island Park 
Drive and the bridges to Bate Island. 

From 1928-37 much work was accomplished by the 
Commission which in 1927 was granted by Act of Parliament the 
name Federal District Commission in recognition of the in­
creased duties of cooperating with the City of Hull in like 
manner to its practice with the City of Ottawa. Under the 
Honourable T. Ahearn, P.C., Chairman (1926-32) many major 
projects were completed. During this period Jacques Cartier, 
Breboeuf and Fontaine (Lac Flora) Parks, Hull, were completed, 
the Champlain Bridge was extended to the Quebec Shore, and 
Island Park Drive connected to the Aylmer Road. Buildings 
were razed in the centre of Ottawa to provide for Confedera­
tion Park, and the land lying between the west side of 
Nicholas Street and the Railway tracks were developed in co­
operation with the Canadian National Railways as a park. 
Rockcliffe Park, Rideau Canal Drive and Lady Grey Drive were 
almost completely rebuilt. During this period Echo Drive on 
the south and east of Canal between Bronson and Pretoria 
Bridges was constructed. 

lVIr. W. E. Matthews served as Chairman from 1932-
36 and extended the Driveway through the Experimental Farm 
from Island Park Drive to the Prescott Highway. The Govern­
ment having been concerned about the c,utting of the trees in 
the Kingsmere area, authorized an extensive survey of this 
matter and the findings were made in 11 The Lower Gatineau 
Woodland Report. 11 ... 

In 1936, having been a r;1ember of the Colr.mission 
since 1927, the present Chairman was appointed. Prior to the 
outbreak of war in 1939 and as a result of the above mentioned 
report, it was decided to acquire land in the Gatineau Hills 
as a natural park and extensive prelir.1inary survey work was 
undertaken. 

At this time Mr. Jacques Greber under the direc­
tion of the Department of Public Works was preparing drawings 
for the location of the National War Memorial and its Elgin 
Street approach. His duties were subsequently amplified to 
prepare a plan for the centre of the urban area which was not 
completed due to the war. · 
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During the recent war the Comr.1ission cut main­
tenance to a minimum and carried out no new work. The results 
of this programme are somewhat evident throughout the Park 
system as some of the works are in need of extensive repair 
or thei~ design is now obsolete. 

The Government by an Order-in-Council dated 
August 16, 1945 defined the National Capit2,1 District as an 
area of 900 square miles embracing the Cities of Ottawa and 
Hull and 26 other r.1unicipali ties in whole or in part. l'4r. J. 
Grober was appointed to carry out the planning of the National 
Capital and in 1946 the powers of the Comsissionwera broadened 
and the funds at its disposal increased in order to discharge 
more readily the duties devolving on it from the planning 
and carrying out of projects for the future developrnent of the 
National Capital. The National Capital Planning Com;:d ttee 
was set up 11 to help formulate and design a Master Plan which 
will hav0 behind it the maximum amount of public support and 
approval. 11 

In order to protect and ultimately develop as a 
public park the largely unbuilt upon east bank of the Rideau 
River from Eastview to Mooney's Bay, and the south bank of the 
Ottawa River from Lazy Bay to Woodroffe, properties located 
thereon were acquired by expropriation in mid 1947. Shortly 
after, land required for industrial and railway purposes under 
the 1-1aster Plan were also expropriated. 

In addition to the above, expropriations have been 
carried out between Lady Grey Drive and Sussex Street to pro­
tect the site of future Government buildings along Sussex 
Street and on Nicholas Street for the construction of the 
Mackenzie King Bridge. In all, negotiations have taken place 
with some 511 owners with a view to settlement in addition 
to the purchases of land required for Gatineau Park·which have 
been most extensive especially in the are~ north of Kingsmere. 

In January 1949 the National Capital Planning Com­
mittee received from Mr. J. Greber, 11 Plan for the National 
Capital - Preliminary Report - 1948 11 which embodied data, 
observations, conclusions and proposals for the development 
of the National Capital District. ·This report, after being 
endorsed in principle by the National Capital Planning Com­
mittee and the Federal District Commission was forwarded to 
the Government and was tabled in the House of Commons by the 
Prime lvlinister, the Right Honourable Louis St. Laurent, F.C., 
M.C., on April 29, 1949, who stated at this time: 
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11 It is a report based upon objective and expert 
study in an effort to determine ho'w we can best use 
what nature has here provided to build a capital 
of which Canadians may be proud. 

11 Perhaps I should also emphasize the fact that 
the production of the present plan is a beginning, 
not an end. It is a guide to help in the long­
term development of the capital as it grows in re­
sponse to the needs of the Canadian nation. 11 

Sincel946 the development of the park areas has 
also been carried forward. The whole parkway system ex­
clusive of roads and lighting was redesigned in accordance 
with modern practice. Paths of stone chips were supplanted 
by asphalt, shrub plantations were mad_e simpler and many 
flower beds were removed, while in those that remained ex­
otic plants were replaced by those giving equal floral 
displays but requiring less maintenance. 

Gatineau Park too has been extended until by the 
end of 1949 it comprised 24,729 acres to which was added in 
1950, 1479 acres. 

Thus, at the end of 50 years, the Federal District 
Commission is the largest landowner in the National Capital 
District. It maintains a large portion of the Park system 
for the Cities of Ottawa and Hull and provides some of the 
natural scenic park and playground areas for the inhabitants 
of these two cities, as well as controlling the Driveway Which 
is the only limited access traffic route feeding the central 
area. It cooperates with or is consulted by the citizens, 
public bodies and other authorities of the National Capital 
District in all plans t.vhich are or might be affected by 
developments under the Master Plan. 
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Planning 

In 1946 the Federal District Commission was charged 
by Pa.rliruuent with the responsibility of supervising the 2lan-
ning for the National Capital and.with 'l,ille carrying out .o:r the work 
envisaged under such a. plan. Shortly afterwards the National 
Capital Planning Committee was set up by Order-in-Council to 
act a.s the body directly responsible for this work and Mr. 
Jacques Greber, eminent Town Planner 1 of France, was appointed 
consultant to this Committee. The National Ca.pi tal Planning 
Col11lnittee considers various planning proposals submitted by its 
consultant and reco~nends them to the Federal District Commission 
or other interested authorities for execution subjeot to approval 
by the Government. Since 1945 Mr. Greber with a. Canadian staff 
known as the National Capital Planning Service, has been devel­
oping a. plan for the National Capital and early in 1949 a 
Preliminary Report of his findings and proposals was submitted 
to the National Capital Planning Committee, which 1 after con­
sideration by them and by the Federal District Commission, was 
passed to the Government for tabling in the House of Commons. 
It is expected that shortly the Final Report will be submitted 
by Mr. Greber. 

Shortly after being formed the Committee recognized 
the need for a dynamic solution to the railway and traffic 
situation existing in the National Capital District. The Cana­
dian National Crosstown tracks provided a barrier to north and 
south traffic movement, and an early decision was taken to re­
move such trackage to a location south of the City and to re­
place it with a limited access highway which would be a link 
in Provincial Highway No. 17 (Trans Canada Highway). It was 
also proposed to move the freight terminals located on 
Besserer Street and on Sussex Street to a location south and 
east of Hurfuaan 1 s Bridge. In addition industry and warehousing 
along the crosstown tracks were earmarked for this new area. To 
implement this proposal, the Federal District Commission in 1947 
expropriated substantial lands south and east of Hurdman t s 
Bridge, and south of the Walkley Road, and work is now underway 
on the grading of the railway cut-off line and the construction 
of two overpass bridges. 

The industrial lands have, a.s yet, not been developed 
due to a lack of sewer and water facilities but during the past 
year discussions have been underway with the City of Ottawa to­
wards the provision of these services. A trunk sewer on the 
south side of the Rideau River connecting to the main sewer on 
Somerset Street, Overbrook, will be required. The Commission 
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as a part of these negotiations granted an easement where 
the sewer crosses the Commission property' This same sewer 
main will also be used for the servicing of the housing 
estate sponsored jointly by the City, the Province and the 
Federal Government on the St. Louis Farm which was acquired 
last year by the City from the Sisters of Charity. In all 
it is expected that some 1,000 houses will be located on 
this site. The Federal District Commission upon recommenda­
tions of the National Capital Pianning Committee decided in 
order to maintain control within the industrial area for 

I 

all time, that no properties would be sold but rather all 
owners desirous of erecting warehouses or industrial plants 
on this land could do so only under lease subject to periodic 
revision anc renewal. 

During the year, the National Capital Planning 
Committee accepted recommendations fromits various Sub .... 
Con1mittees of vvl1.ich the following are of interest\ These 
recommendations were all concurred in by the Federal District 
Commission. 

It was proposed that the City should wiclep darling 
Avenue between Bronson .b.venue and the CJ.ty Limits wl.th a 
view to alleviating the severe traffic congestion which 
occurs during the peak traffic periods since it was considered 
that notwithstanding the development of the limited access 
highway, Carling Avenue would always be an important traffic 
artery. It was suggested that Highway No. 16 which connects 
Ottawa to Prescott should be connected to the centre of the 
City by Fisher Avenue and the Merivale Road and that the 
City of Ottawa with the cooperation of the Provincial Divi­
sion of Highways undertake this work. Provincial Highway 
No. 17 (Trans Canada Highway) was considered. to be a most 
vital link in the highway planning and a route was recommend­
ed east of the Rideau River. To implement this recommendation, 
the Federal District Commission has been making certain 
surveys. The Minister of Highways for the Province of 
Ontario has undertaken to connect the new Montreal-Ottawa 
Highway to this right-of-way at the City Limits. 

The Committee recommended that future parkways 
should be of an average width of 400 feet which might vary 
as the topography and economics of acquisition should dictate, 
and that access from the abutting properties to the pavement 
should be denied. It was further considered that the 
abutting lands should be acquired by the Commission and held 
until the values of these properties reflected the develop­
ment of the parkways, at which time they could be sold with 
the view to recovering a portion of the costs. The first 
project following this policy is the development of the 
Benedict Farm, Hull. 
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At the present time following a request of the 
Traffic Sub-Committee, studies are being given to the 
allocation of responsibility to the authorities concerned 
for the acquisition, construction and maintenance of the 
important highways sho1rm on the Maste.r Plan. 

In order to control the architectural standards 
of new Government buildings and insure the proper utili­
zation and economical development of new sites, it was 
decided last spring to circulate all Government Depart­
ments drawing to their attention the authority of the Com­
mission under its ACt and setting forth regulations govern­
ing such control. All Departments are complying with 
these regulations and plans submitted are received by the 
Sub-Committee, which was set up to deal with these matters. 
This Conuaittee comprising four architects has met the 
architects who prepared the plans and has pointed out 
improvements which might be made. It has consistently 
advocated the desirability of Federal Government buildings 
being aesthetically superior to the average building in 
the National Capital Area, but at no time has attempted to 
impose its ideas of style or design upon the architects 
responsible for the work. It considered that stucco was 
not a suitable material for Government buildings and has 
strongly recommended the substitution of brick or stone. 
In all, this Sub-Committee reviewed 32 building plans and 
9 site planning proposals. It is particularly fortunate 
that this Sub-Committee was organized prior to the current 
large building programme being carried out by the Govern­
ment. 

.At the request of the City authorities, consider­
ation was given·ty the National Capital Planning Committee 
to the siting of the City Hall for the City of Ottawa and 
in accordance with the Master Plan as prepared by Mr. 
Greber, the following sit~s were considered suitable: 
Cartier Square, east of the Mackenzie King Bridge on Nicho­
las Street, and the west end of the Mackenzie King Bridge 
on Elgin Street. 

Government Departments, public authorities and 
private citizens have approached the Commission requesting 
information with regard to the Master Plan and requesting 
suggested locations for their new buildings. In such cases, 
the Commission has cooperated with these requests to the 
fullest extent possible.

In view of the commitments during the last year 
most of the land which was acquired since the war for 
Government building sites have now been allocated and few 
good sites remain. 

The publicity program~e of the National Capital 
Planning Committee has been consistent and well conceived, 
The coloured film which was shown in 353 English and 48 
French theatres is now being converted to versions in 
Dutch, Spanish, Portugese, Italian and German languages. 
The most worthwhile undertaking has been the travelling 
exhibit which has now had 12 showings, namely: Ottawa, 
Montreal (2), Quebec, Sherbrooke, Three Rivers, Victoria, 
Vancouver, Edmonton, Calgary, Toronto, at the Canadian 
National Exhibition, and lastly Kingston, Ontario. All 
cities mentioned lyin~ to the west of Ottawa we~e visited 
in 1950, and more complete coverage of the west would have 
been given except for the Manitoba floods, The exhibit 
has been most favourably received in all cities in which it 
was shown and its attendance record has been outstanding. 
This has been brought about by publicity within the cities 
prior to the opening and during its stay through the co­
operation of the local newspapers, Without doubt, in the 
minds of the people viewing the exhibit has arisen an 
appreciation of the desirability of developing the National 
Capital. 

Cooperation with various local authorities effected 
by the planning has become very good. The Ottawa Planning 
Area Board is cooperating in this phase of the work especial­
ly with regard to control of new sub-divisions, which are 
now being coordinated with the proposals of the Master Plan. 
Zoning, to safeguard these proposals, has been carried out 
in the Township of Hull South, the Township of Nepean, the 
portion of the Township of Gloucester annexed by the City 
of Ottawa, and it is now proposed that the whole of the 
City be rezoned. Other authorities and private individuals 
whose future is affected by planning have consulted with 
the Commission with regard to their particular problems and 
few important developments are being carried out in the 
National Capital Area without reference to the Master Plan. 
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The Maintenance and Development of the Park System 

The maintenance and development of the Park system 
was one of the principle activities of the Cowmission during 
the year. In order to reduce costs the Commission is striving 
to mechanize its maintenance operations and today handwork has 
been largely reduced to tne car0 and preparation of planting 
beds. These beds have over the last 10 years been reduced in 
nur.1bers anC: the type of plant materials used much simplified. 
The use of Dutch bulbs, annuals and chrysanthemums to provide 
floral displays throughout the growing season has been greatly 
increased. The Commission too, is usint:, many more crab·apples 
in its plantations with a view to mruting the Flowering Crab as 
distinctive of Ottawa as the Cherry is of Washington. With 
this in mind, many of the more recent hybrids developed by the 
Central Experimental Farm are now being grown in the nursery 
until they reach a size that will 1..rithstand the abnormal wear 
of a public park. 

It is fitting to pay tribute to the gift of approxi­
mately 16,000 bulbs which Her Majesty Queen Juliana of the 
Netherlands donated to the Commission. Commencing in 1946 Her 
Majesty has made an annual donation through the agency of the 
Federal District Commission to the citizens of Ottawa as an 
expression of her appreciation for the kindness shown to her 
during her stay irt Ottawa during the last war. In compliance 
with her wishes a portion of tnis gift is used on the grounds 
of the Ottawa Civic Hospital and the balance of the bulbs are 
used on the banks overlooking Dow's Lake. To indicate to the 
visitors and tne citizens of Ottawa the source of these bulbs 
plaques with appropriate inscriptions are maintained near such 
plantations. 

Early in the spring 5 acres of the parkway lying be­
tween Bronson .Avenue and the Bank Street Bridge was extensively 
overhauled. Many large trees at the limit of their life were 
removed and the extensive cedar groves which had outlived their 
usefulness were remove~. Some of the mounds which existed in 
this area and were the spoils from the excavation of the Rideau 
Canal were flattened out and the mole area seeded to turt.~. · 
A completely new path system was constructed in thes~ areas. 
It might be mentioned that the thickets of cedar which had ex­
isted contributed to a certain runount of abnormal conduct re­
quiring police investigation and by the removal and opening 
up of this area, policing will be simplified. 
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Much work was carried out on the portion of Rock­
cliffe Park between McKay Lake and the Royal Canadian Mounted 
Police barracks. Four and one-half acres was seeded to grass 
and 60 acres of land was given preparatory work prior to seeding 
in 1951. This work when coopleted will be of a quality suitable 
to a Nntional Cupi tal and will be intensively used due to the 
very great growth of housing in the vicinity. 

A soall island in Brewery Creek, Hull, just north of 
the Aylmer Road was turned over to the ComrJission during the 
year by the City of Hull. Having been used for many years as 
a civic storage yard, it was covered with an unsightly collec­
tion of sheds and buildings. These were removed, the island 
raised a few feet higher above creek level and the large 
chimney forming part of the old city water pmnping plant was 
demolished. Sodding, planti-ng of annuals and the provision 
of a few benches has turned this into one of the most attractive 
small rest parks in the district. A low stone wall which was 
constructed around the margin for the protection of the public 
gives the island a distinctive appearance located as it is, 
with fast raovint'S water on all sides. 

In Rockcliffe Park the reforestation progr&1me com­
menced in 193S on Pine Hill has reached a stage where the 
public can be re-afunitted. Throughout the whole of this park 
extensive spraying of poison ivy was carried out, many daffodils 
were planted and another 1t acres were graded and seeded. 

In MacDonald Gardens the planting and turf which was 
destroyed by the Emergency Housing was replaced and much screen 
and hedge planting was carried out to embellish the new play­
ground constructed by the City. 

The flower beds were consolidated at Strathcona Park 
by eliminating two and increasing the size of those remaining. 

Quite extensive work was carried out between Stanley 
Avenue and the Rideau River. Two acres of ground were filled, 
graded and seeded. Further along the bank of the Rideau River 
between Rose and Bruyere Streets heavy rock filling was used 
to extend the width of the park and protect it from erosion. 
In all, some 900 feet of river bank was so treated. 

The Rideau Canal Drive between Laurier Avenue and 
Elgin Street was generally overhauled and 95 coniferous trees, 
700 various shrubs and 4700 vines were planted, while in the 
Dow's Lake area the rookery was rebuilt and enlarged to make 
a more effective floral display for the motorists using this 
entrance to the City. 
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On Parliament Hill ad~itional cribbing was placed 
on the north bunk and along with 2500 rooted cuttings which 
were planted, it is hopec~ further erosion will be arrestecl. 

An additional acre in the north east corner of 
HaQpton Park was graded and seeded to turf. The junction of 
Island Park Drive and the Aylmer Road was planted with 7500 
daffodils. 

Echo Drive from Pretoria Avenue Bridge to Bronson 
Avenue was extensively remodelled and additions to border 
plantations were carried out. Many flower beds were extended 
and five maple trees 30 feet in height were rm:10ved from the 
Mackenzie King Bridge site. These trees will be planted with 
the elr.1s and will provide a nucleus about which to build a 
grove should the elms die due to the Dutch elm disease. 50 
flowering crabapples were also planted in this area. 

At Rideau Hall grounds the main gardens were over­
hauled and renewed, and u11necessary paths in the vegetable 
garden were removed. 

The main entrance and Elgin Street facade of the 
National Defence Headquarters Building were planted with large 
scale materials. 

In the early winter a high wind toppled hundreds of 
trees and damagecl many rJore. Loss was especially heavy in 
Rockcliffe Park where many of the old white pines were uprooted 
or damaged. All sound logs from this devastation were sawn for 
lur..ber or used as cordwood. 

The planting acti viti es of the Federal District Com­
mission are closely watched by thousands of people not only 
in the Ottawa district but all across Canada. The use of 
Portulaca, floribunda and rugosa roses, cleome, water lilies, 
crocus and daffodils have been much more widely accepted as 
plant materialS after having been featured in the Parkway system 
of the Commission. This year begonias were introduced in mass 
display and their reception exceeded that for any other material 
the Commission has used to date. A gift of 35000 Gladiolus 
bulbs was received from Kenneth McDonald and Sons Ltd .. and were 
used by the Co~mission this year. 

The nursery was extended by eight acres and this 
additional space was used to plant 250 young trees at wide 
spacings. In the future,. as theses trees grow up, specimen 
materials will be readily available and this long range pro­
gramme to provide for plant material will be carried out in 
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future years. The total m:u:1·iJer of plants placed in the Park­
way systeo during 1950 is as follows:

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Gatineau Park 

Sinca 1938 the Commission has been acquiring land 
on the high spur of the Laurentian Hills between the Gatineau 
and Ottawa Rivers for the purposes of a natural park. This 
area is mainly wooded and supports our native flora and fauna 
and has become a sanctuary for fur bearing animals, such as 
deer, fox, beaver, mink and raccoon, It serves as the main 
ski area for the citizens of the National Capital District 
and is being increasingly used cJ.uring the summer as a picnic 
and camping area. In 1950, it is estimated that 250t000 
people visited the park during the course of the year not­
withstanding the poor skiing which existed during most of 
the 'V'Jinter. In order to facilitate the trs,nsportation of 
skiers to the main ski lodge at Camp Fortune, a roact 'W'as con­
structed by the Commission from the Meach Lake Road to the 
Camp which will be utilized by the Hull City r.L'ranslJort Bus 
Company for running a shuttle service. This Will make avail­
able to spectators the events in the Dominion Ski Championships 
of 1951. 

During the late fall a mo~t severe wind storm swept 
through the loii\Ter portions of the Park and ble'tv down many of 
the mature trees which were being maintained by the Commission 
for seeding purposes. This is a serious matter as, in general, 
the forest covering in the Park is of a poor quality and the 
Cown!ssion has been carrying out the policy of reforestation 
by natural seeding by the large trees. In order to clear the 
fallen trees, the Commission was obliged to do extensive 
cutting. 

Most of the purchases of land in 1950 have been be­
tween Kingsmere and the Aylmer Road in order that Gatineau 
Park will be provided with an entrance from the built up area. 
Ultimately it is hoped a parkway will be constructed from the 
Aylmer Road through these holdings to the proposed look-out 
and beyond to Kingsmere thus opening up the heart of the ski 
country by a more direct road through natural surroundings. 
'I'he layout of the Benedict Farm is such that one of the 
entrances to this parkway will pass through this development. 
The Commie sion has also extended its holc1ings in the Lake 
Lapeche area and now controls the bulk of the shore line on 
the east side of the lake. Within these lands lies one of 
the finest sandy beaches in the whole greater Ottawa area 
and the lake and shore line remains in its natural state. 
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During the year an additional 1479 acres were 
acquired which added to the total as of December 31, 1949, 
gives a total of 26,20~ acres. 

The late Right Honourable William Lyon Mackenzie 
King, P.O., bequeathed under his will his extensive holdings 
at Kingsmere to the Government of Canada. These will be 
turned over to the Federal District Commission for mainten­
ance and will become a part of the whole Gatineau Park Area. 
In all, approximately 6oo acres is involved in this donation. 

At Kingsmere the Commission opened a Museum of 
Inclian handicraft in the former Booth house and. we.s fortunate 
in securing Madame Juliette Gaultier to supply, prepare 
and look after the exhibits. This Museum has attracted many 
visitors to the Park and has become one of the most interest­
ing features in the area. 
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Maintenance of Govern!llent Grounds 

The Commission, as in the past, has carried out on 
the grounds adjacent to Governm,:;nt ·ouildings 1 the reooval of 
snow, the cutti of grass, the care of planting and the 
removal of ashes and garbage. Negotiations are underway to 
arrange under provisions of the grant in lieu of taxes, to 
have the garbage and snow re~oval made a responsibility of 
the City. 

Since the war, to cope with the increase of motor 
vehicles withir;. the Ottawa area, many requests have been 
receiveC. from the Government Departments to provide more park­
ing space. The snow removal and reparative work to the 
surfaces of such areas has contributed greatly to the costs 
of maintenance. as the programme of construction of new 
Government buildings makes head.way, the costs of maintenance 
of the grounds will likewise increase but the major impact 
of this progrc;unme is not likely to ·ce felt until 1952. 
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Work Carried Out for Government DelJartments 

.As in other years the Comr.o.ission has acted as a 
contractor to the Government Departments for work for which 
the Commission is equipped' and which cannot be carried out 
as effeciently by private contractors. This work is handled 
on a coat of labour ancl materials plus 15% for supervision 
basis. Listed below is a table showing the work ~one of 
this t~pe in detail.

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Construction of Master Plan Projects 

Two most important projects were. commenced in 1950, 
namely, the Mackenzie King Bridge and the railw~y out-off. 

The 11ackenzie King Bridge which connects Elgin 
Street and ~valler Street by means of a viaduct. spanning the 
Driveway, the Rideau Canal, substantial Union Station track..;. 
age and Nicholas Street, Iivas started in the late spring by the 
successful tenderer, E. G. M. Cape Construction Company, 
Montreal, This work is being supervised by the Department of 
Public Works under the direction of the Federal District Com­
mission. In the course of the work; the Province of Ontario 
cooperated by granting permission for the County of Carleton 
to make available a portion of the jail yard on Nicholas 
Street wnich the County donated to the Commission. This 
entailed the erection of a nigh wall in place of the jail 
yard walls which were demolished. By the end of 1950, the 
bridge span across Nicholas Street and the lowering of the 
paving and surfaces thereunder were completed. The lands 
necessary for the bridge were acquired and negotiations are 
underway to evacuate the families who will be disturbed in the 
spring of 1951. All the footing required for the piers in 
the railway area have been completed through the cooperation 
from the Canadian National Railways. The main span across 
the Canal is partially underway and its west abuttment has 
been completed. Traffic, it is expected, will be crossing 
this bridge by the fall of 1951. 

Negotiations were completed with the Canadian 
National Railways in the spring for the construction of the 
cut-off railway line south of the Walkley Road to replace the 
crosstown tracks and of a yard to replace the Canadian 
National Railway Bank Street yard. Spr.ce is also available 
in the Walkley Road area for use by the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way if and when required. 

By this Agreement, the Commission obtains by Quit 
Claim Deed the present right-of-way and facilities of the 
railway from Elgin Street to a distance of 12 miles to the 
west. Tenders were called for the grading of the proposed 
railway and yard and for the construction of two highway 
bridges, and in the late summer this contract was awarded to 
the Therrien Construction Company, the successful bidder. 
This Company has now made substantial progress in the grading 
and construction of the bridges which carry the Russell and 
Metcalfe Roads over the tracks. Approval of the City for 
disturbance of the traffic was sought and obtained. 
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Property Acquisition, Administration & Maintenance 

In 194-7 lands lying along the Rideau and Ottawa 
Rivers were acquired by expropriation for ultimate use as 
parkways and recreational areas for the City of Ottawa. 
In 1945 land was expropriated between Sussex Street and 
Lady Grey Drive to protect the site of future Government 
Buildings along Sussex Street. In 1947 substantial lands 
were expropriated in the .Hurdman 1 s Bridge-Walkley Road area 
for industrial and railway purposes. Land was also acquired 
at the east end of the Mackenzie King Bridge and along the 
Canadian National Railways crosstown tracks. In all, this 
represents some 525 properties with whose owners the Com­
mission has been settling over the past few years. The 
settlements are about 60% complete and the appraisals over 
90%. 

Owners who were expropriated are given first 
opportunity to remain in their former holdings on a rental 
basis until such are required by the Commission, but should 
they vacate, the properties are leased to the general public. 
In all at the end of 1950, there were 275 leases in force 
comprising mainly small homes. Due to the location of these 
acquisitions, many of the properties are definitely sub­
standard and where such properties become vacant, the Com­
mission arranges to have the buildings removed, Due to 
the housing situation, this step is not taken unless the 
properties are of a slum standard or in an area earmarked 
for immediate development. 

The buildings are maintained by a group of trades­
men on the staff of the Commission and the vacant land by 
the park labourers. This latter embractS· poison ivy and 
weed control, fire protection and general clean-up vvork. 
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Mosquito Control Operations 

As in former years hand spraying, underbrushing 
and ditching were carried out in the Ottawa and Hull 
district. This work was supplemented by using an exhaust 
aerosol sprayer attached to a jeep. This method was par­
ticularly effective against breeding in ditches and mar­
ginal swamp areas. DDT in solutions of one and two percent 
in fuel oil were used. 

In cooperation with the Department of Agriculture 
and the Royal Canadian Airforce aeroplane spraying was 
carried out in the breeding areas along the Ottawa River 
east of Hull, A four percent DDT solution was used and 
all materials were supplied to the Royal Canadian' Airforce 
for this work. 

A Todd Insecticidal Fog Applicator (TIFA) was 
purchased and will be put into operation in 1951,

General Assistance to the Ott2wa City Police 1 Ontario 
Provincial Police, Eastview Police, Hull Ci~y Police, 
and Quebec Provincial Police, was rendered throughout 
the period under review in conjunction with the r·egular 
duties on the F.D.C, Patrols. 60 cases of assistance 
were reported. These cases of assistance ranged from 
stolen cars, bicycles, etc., assistance under the 
L.C.B.O. Act, the Ontario Highway Act., the Quebec 
Highway Act, assistance in the recovery of drowned or 
otherwise deceased persons, assistance to the OttE"tva 
City FirE Dept., to assistance under the Criminal Code 
of Canada.

shows a total of 33,800 passenger licenses purchased 
in 1949 as comlJarecl with 39,341 purchasect in 1950.

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Historigue 

La Cowaission d'embellissement d'Ottawa fut 
institu~e en 1899, par le premier ministre d'alors, 
sir vJilfrid Laurier, qui desirait faire d 'Ottawa la 
n~Jashington du Nordn. Cet organisme fut autorise a 
coop~rer avec la Corporation de la cite d'Ottawa en 
vue d'ameliorer et d'embellir la ville. Durant ses 
dix premieres annees d'existence, la Conwission s'occupa 
d 9acquerir des terrains et d'amenager des pares et des 
allees, sous la presidence de sir Henry Bate (1899-1913) 
et selon les plans de M. Frederick Todd, architecte 
pay$agiste de Montreal. 

Voici les travaux importan~ qui furent executes de 
1s99 a 1912: 

- Cr4ation des pares nationaux de Rockcliffe; 

- Embellissement des rives du canal Rideau et 
construction du Driveway qui s'ensuivit; 

- Etablissement du Lady- Grey Drive et de la 
chaussee traversant le lac Dow (supprimee 
depuis) , et construction des ponts J.VIinto; 

- Amenagement des pares Strathcona, Central, de 
l'avenue King-Edward, de la pointe Nepean, 
Dundonald, et des Jardins MacDonald; 

- Acquisition de terrains et etablissement des 
avenues Monkland et Clemow, ainsi que de la 
terrasse Linden • 

A la fin de 1912, il y avait en tout 13.28 milles 
de chaussees • 

Tous les travaux susmentionnes ont ete accomplis 
avec un budget assez restreint, si l'on en juge par les 
normes d'aujourd'hui. Mais en 1900, le salaire regulier 
d'un journalier, pour une journee de 9 heures, ~tait de 
$1.17, alors qu'aujourd'hui, le taux horaire est de 74c. 
La Conrrnission avait regu quelques dons de terrains. 

En 1911, le gouvernement de sir Robert Borden 
etudia les avantages de dresser un plan comprehensif pour 
le district de la capitale et chargea sir Henry Holt de la 
direction du projet. L'amenagement des pare ~tait partie 
int~grante du programme, et les membres de la Commission 
d'embellissement d'Ottawa collaborerent a sa pr~paration. 
La guerre de 1914-1918 empecha d'y donner suite. 
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De 1913 a 1920, la Commission fut presidee par 
sir Henry K. Egan, et .!Vl. John B. Frazer lui succeda de 1920 
a 1926. Duro.nt cette p~riode de 1913 a 1926, la Commission 
s 1 occupa surtout d'ameliorer le reseau d 1alors. 1 1 entre­
prise la plus marquante fut la construction de la promenc~de 
d'Island-Park et des ponts de l 1ile Bate. 

De 1928 a 1937, la Co~nission accomplit beaucoup de 
travail. En 1927, une loi federale avait change son nom en 
colui de Commission du district federal a lc:... suite de 
l'extension de ses fonctions qu 1 entra!nait la necessite 
nouvelle de collaborer avec la ville de Hull comme l 1 avo..it 
fait avec la cite d'Ottawa. Sous la presidence de l'honor­
able T. AhGarn, C.P., (1926-1932), plusieurs projets majours 
furent realises. C1 ost pendant cette periode que les pares 
Jacques-Cartier, Breboeuf et Fontaine \Lac Florn) de Hl;lll 
furent termines; le pont Champlain fut prolonge jusqu 1 a la 
rive du Quebec et la promenade d 1 Island-Park fut rolieo au 
chemin d 1 Aylmer. Des edifices furent rases dans le centre 
d'Ottawa pour faire place au pare de la Confederation. En 
collaboration avec le National-CanadL:n, le terrain si tue 
entre le cote ouest de la rue Nicholas et los voies ferrees 
fut amenage en pare. Le pnrc 1-tockcliffe, l' allee du CD.tJ.nl 
Rideau et le Lady-Grey Drive furent remis presque complete­
mont a neuf. C1 est durant cette periode, qu 1Echo-Drive fut 
amenage au sud et a l 1 est du co.nal, entre los pants Bronson 
et Pretoria. 

l\1l. vii. B. J:vmtthews exerca la presidence de 1932 2. 
1936. Il prolongea le Driveway a trnv8rs la Fermo 2xperi­
mentale, depuis la promenade d'Island - Park jusqu'a la grande 
route de Prescott. Le gouvernement, inquiet des coupes 
d 'arb res qui se pratiquaient dans la region de Kingsraere, 
autorise:t uno etude a~uprofondie de la question, et los . 
resultats do l 1 enqucte furent consignes dans le Lmver Gc:ttineau 
~voodland H.e port. 

Le president actuel fut nomme en 1936; il et 
membre de la Commission depuis 1927. Avant l 1 ouverture des 
hospilites, en 1939, on avait decide, a la suite du rapport 
susmentionne, d 1 acheter du terrain dans les collines do la 
Gatineau pour en faire un pare naturel et, a C€t effet, on 
avait entrepris une minutieuse enquote prelimina1re. 

A cette epoque, M. Jacques Greber etait a dessiner, 
so us ln direction du n1inistere des Travaux publics, des plans 
pour l 1 emplacement du J.Vwnument aux Iv1orts de la guerre, ainsi 
que pour les approches de la rue Elgin. On l'avait ensuite 
charge de pre parer un plan fbur le centre de la region urbaine, 
mais la guerre en avait empoche la realisation.

r arrot6 en conseil du 16 aout 1945, le gouvcrne­
ment u defini lc Vistrict de la capi tale nationale cor:nne 
etant une etendue de 900 milles carres comprenant les villas 
d 1 0ttawa et de Hull, ainsi que 26 autres municipalites 
entieres ou partielles. M. J. Greber fut designe pour 
realise l'amenagement de la capitale nationale. En 1946, 
los pouvoirs de la Commission furent elargis. Les fonds 
aussi furent augmentes pour que la Cor,~ission puisse plus 
facilment remplir ses fonctions d'amenager la capitale et 
de voir a son developpemont. On institua un Comite.d 1 amenage­
ment de la capitale nationale "pour aider a 1 1 elaboration et 
au trace d'un plan directeur qui sera assure de 1 1approbation 
et de 1 1 appui maximums du p:ublic. n 

Au milieu de 1947, la Conrnission expropria des 
terrains, en grande partie vacants, situes sur la rive droite 
de la riviere Rideau, d 1 Eastview a la baie Mooney, et sur la 
rive droite de la riviera Ottawa, dcpu:ls la baie Lazy jusqu'a 
Woodroffe, en vue de les proteger ot finalement de los 
transformer en pares publics. Un peu plus tard, elle 
oxpropria aussi des terrains que le plan directeur destinait a des fins industrielles et ferroviaires. 

En plus de ces acquisitions, la Commission a achete 
1 1 espace entre le Lady-Grey Drive et la rue Sussex pour 
proteger 1 1 emplacemont de futurs edifices de l'Etat que 1 1 on 
erigera en bordure de cette derniere. Elle a egalement 
procede a des expropriations sur la rue Nicholas pour 
permettre la construction du pont IVIackcmzio-King.

En janvier 1949, le Cor:d te d' amenagement de la 
capitale nationale regut de M. J. Greber le Plan d 1amenage­
ment de la capitale nationale - Rapport preliminaire - 1948. 
Ce rapport contenait des donnees, des observations, des 
conclusions et des propositions pour l'amenagement du 
district de la capitale nationale. Apresavoir ete approuve 
en principe par le Comite d'amenagement de la capitale 
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nntionale et par la Com.i·nission du district federal, ce 
rapport fut envoye au Gouvernement et depose a la Chambre 
des conwunes par le premier ministre, le tres honorable 
Louis St-Laurent, C.P., M.G., le 29 avril 1949. A cette 
occasion, le premier ministre prononqa les paroles suivantes: 

"Il s'agit d'un rapport fonde sur une etude 
objective et effectuee par des specialistes en 
vue de deterrniner la meilleure faqon de tirer 
partir des avantages dont la nature a dote la 
region et d 1edifier une capitale dont les 
Canadians pourront s'enorgueillir. 

Peut-~tre pourrais-je egalement souligner 
que le plan actuel est un debut et non un tenme. 
c'est un guide qui aidera a l'embellissement 
futur de la capitale a mesure qu'elle grandira 
au rythme des besoins de la nation canadienne.n 

Depuis 1946, on a continue l 1 amenagement des terrains 
des pares. Tout le reseau des routes de plaisance, exception 
faite des chemins et de l'eclairage, fut reconqu selon les 
principes modernes. Aux scmtiers de pierraille on substitua 
l 'asphal tt3; les plantations d 'arbustes furent simplifiees; 
plusieurs plates-bandes de fleurs furent supprimees. On 
remplaqa les f leurs exotiques par des plcmtes qui produisaient 
un aussi bel effet sans derilc:mder autant de soins. 

Le pare Gatineau aussi fut agrandi. A la fin de 
l'annee 1949, il avait atteint une superficie de 24,729 acres 
a laquelle s'ajoutaiont 1,479 acres en 1950. 

Done, a.pres 50 ans d 'existence, la Commission est 
devenue le plus grand proprietaire de terrains du district 
de la capitale nationale. Elle cntretient une grande partie 
du reseau de pares pour les villes d 1 0ttawa et de Hull, 
fournit a leurs habitants quelques pares pittoresques et des 
terrains de jeu, et regit le Driveway, seule voie a circu­
lation restreinte alimentant le centre de la ville. Elle 
coopere avec les citoyens, les corps publics et autres 
autorites du district de la capitale nationals, ou bien ceux­
ci la consultant, au sujet de tous leurs projets qui touchent 
ou pourraient toucher aux amenag~nents prevus par le plan 
directeur.

Peu de temps apres son institution, le Gomit~ s'est 
rendu corapte ae li..t necessi te d' une solution energique au 
probleme deS CneGins de fer ct de la CirCulation routiere 
dans l& region de la cu..pi tale. :Wa voie ferree du iJational­
canadien qui traverse la ville constitue une. entrave a .. l~ 
circulation en direction nord ou sud. Il a ate decide des 
le debut de transporter ces r.:..:ils a un endroit si tue au sud 
de la ville et de les renlplacer par une route d' acces 
restraint qui constituerait lll1 lien avec la [~rande r·oute 
provinciale no 17 (route Trans-Ccmada). Le transport des 
gares terminus de trains de marcnancl.ises des rues Jesserer 
et Sussex, a un endroit situe au sud-est du pont Hurdr1lan, 
a egalement ete propose. De plus, les etablissements 
industriels et les entrepots dissemines le long de la voie 
transversale seront transportes au meme endroit. Pour faire 
suite a cette proposition, la Commission du district federal 
a expropri~, en 1947, une importante etendue de terrain au 
sud-est du pont Hurdman et au sud du chemin vifalkley.

Il a ete propose que la ville elargisse l'avenue 
Carling, a partir de l'avenue Bronson jusqu'aux limites de 
la ville, pour decongestionner la circulation aux heures 
d'affluence~ parce qu'en depit de l'ouverture d'une no~velle 
route d'acces limite, l'avenue Carling restera une artere 
importante. On a propose egalement que la grande route no 
16, reliant Ottawa et Prescott, rejoigna le centre de la 
ville par l'avenue Fisher et le chemin de Merivale, et que 
la ville d'Ottawa, en collaboration avec le service provincial 
de la Voirie, entreprenne les travaus necessaires. La route 
provinciale no 17 (route Trans-Canada) est consideree comme 
partie vitale du reseau, aux fins du programme d'amenagement 
des grandes routes, et de construction d'une route sur la 
rive droite de la riviera Rideau a ete recommandee. Pour 
faire suite a cette recommandation, la Commission du district 
federal a execute certains leves. Le ministre de la Voirie 
d'Ontario a entrepris de faire relier la nouvelle route 
Montreal-Ottawa a ce boulevard, aux limites de la ville. 

Le Comite a recommande que les promenades qui seront 
construites a l'avenir soient de 400 pieds de largeur en 
rnoyenn.e, largeur variable suivant les exigences de la 
topographie et de l'econornie, et que l'acces n la route 
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pavee soit interdite des terrains attenants. On a 
etudie en outre la possibilite pour la Commission de se 
porter acquereur desdits terrains dont elle resterait 
proprietaire d'ici a ce que la construction des promencdes 
en releve la valeur. Ils pourraient ensuite etre revendus 
pour le recouvrement d'une partie des frais. L'amenage­
ment de la ferme Benedict, a Hull, est l'un des premiers 
projets de ce genre. 

A la suite d' une deraande formulee par le sous­
comite de la circulation, on etudie actuellement de quelle 
faqon l'acquisition du terrain, la construction et les 
travaux d'entretien des routes importantes indiquees sur 
le plan directeur pourraient etre repartis. 

En vue de maintenir certaines norrnes architecturales 
pour les nouveaux edifices du gouvernement, d'assurer 
l'utilisation rationnelle et le developpement economique 
des nouveaux emplacements, il a ete decide..l le printemps 
dernier, d'adresser une lettre circulaire a tous les 
ministeres federaux, leur rappelant l'autorite dortt la 
Commission du district federal est investie par la loi et 
etablissant des reglements relatifs a un tel controle. 
Tous les ministeres se conforment a ce r~glements et les 
plans soumis sont remis au sous-comite institue a cette 
fin. Ce sous-comite, compose de quatre architectes, a 
conoounique. avec les architectes qui ont prepare les plQns 
en question et leur a signale certaines ameliorations 
possibles. Le sous-comite a constamment souligne l'avantage 
qu'il y aurait a ce que les edifices du ~ouvernement soient 
superieurs, au point de vue esthetique, a la moyenne des 
edifices construits dans le district de la capitale nationale, 
mais il n'a jamais tente d'imposer ses vues, en ce qui 
concerne les styles ou les plans de construction, aux , 
architectes charges de ces travaux. Le sous-comite considere 
que le stuc ne convient pas pour les edifices du gouvernement 

.et recommande fortement l'utilisation de la brique ou de la 
pierre. Il a etudie en tout 32 plans de construction et 9 
projets d'amenagement de terrains- Il est tres heureux que 
ce sous-comite ait ete institue avant que la mise en marche 
du vaste prograrmne de construction du gouvernement. 

A la demande des autorites municipales, le Comite 
d t amenagement de la capitale federale a et.udie la question 
de l'emplacement du nouvel hotel de ville. Deux endroits 
ont ete consideres conooe satisfaisants et conformes aux 
exigences du plan directeur prepare par M. Greber: le 
square Cartier, a l'est du pont Mackenzie-King, sur la rue 
Nicholas, ainsi que le terrain situe a l'ouest du meme pont, 
sur la rue Elgin. 
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Certain ministeres federaux, des autorites publiques 
et des citoyens ont communique avec la Commission pour obtenir 
des precisions sur le plan directeur et ont demande egalement 
quels seraient les endroits propices a l'erection de nouveaux 
edifices. A ce sujet, la Commission a accorde a tous la plus 
etroi te collaborat.ion possible. 

A la suite des engagements de l'annee derniere, la 
majeure partie des terrains acquis durant la guerre pour 
l'erection dtedifices du gouvernement ont ete repartis et il 
reste peu d'emplacements avantageux. 

Le programme de publicite du Comite d'amenagement de 
la capitale nationale est logique et bien conqu. On prepare 
maintenant des versions hollandaise, espagnole, portugaise, 
italienne et allemahde du film en couleur deja presente dans 
353 theatres de langue anglaise et 48 de langue franqaise. 
L'entreprise la plus remarquable a ete l'exposition ambulante 
g_ui a ete tenue dans 12 differents centres: Ottavm, Montreal 
(2), Quebec, Sherbrooke, Trois-Rivieres, Victoria, Vancouver 
Edmonton, Calgary, Toronto (Foire nationale) et Kingston (Ont). 
L'exposition a circule l'automne dernier dans les villes 
mentionnees, a l'ouest d'Ottawa, mais les inondations du 
lVianitoba l'ont empechee d'aller plus loin vers l'ouest. Elle 
a fait l'objet de commentaires enthousiastes, partout ou elle 
a passe, et le nombre de ceux qui l'ont visitee est remarquable. 
Ce resultat est attribue a la publicite faite dans les villes 
avant l'exposition et a la collaboration des journaux locaux~ 
durant l'exposition, Cette derniere a sans doute contribue a 
convaincre le public des avantages que comporte l'amenagement 
de la capitale nationale. 

La collaboration avec les diverses autorites locales 
realisee grace a l'amenagement est des plus satisfaisantes. 
La Commission d'urbanisme pour la region d'Ottawa collabore 
aux travaux actuels, surtout en ce qui concerne la coordina­
tion de nouvelles sous-divisions que l'on fait maintenant 
cadrer avec les propositions du plan directeur. Pour repondre a ces exigences, le canton de Hull-sud, le township de Nepean, 
ainsi que la partie du township de Gloucester annexee a la 
ville d'Ottawa ont ete repartis en zones, On se propose 
maintenant de proceder a un nouveau zonage de toute la ville 
d'Ottawa. D'autres autorites et certains particuliers, dont 
les projets futurs sont touches par le plan d'amenagement, 
ont consulte la Commission au suget de leurs problemas 
particuliers.

Les bulbes hollandais, les plantes annuelles et les chrysanthemes, 
dont les floraisons s'etendent sur toute la saison, sont 
utilisees en nombre croissant. La Commission a egalement plante 
un tres grand nombre de pommiors sauvages a fleurs qui seroul 
caracteristiques d'Ottawa, tout COL1IDe les cerisiers le sont de 
Washington. A cette fin, plusieurs des plus recentes varietes 
hybrides, acclimatees a la Forme experimentale d'Ottawa, sont 
actuellement en etat de croissance dans les pepinieres d'ici n ce que les plants aient atteint un·e taille suffisante pour 
etre transplantes dans les pares publics, ce qui leur perraettra 
de resister aux conditions difficiles. 

Il convient de reconnaitre ici le don magnifique de 
16,000 bulbes que Sa J.lilajeste la reine Juliana des Pays-Bas a 
fait a la Comrnission du district federal. Chaque annee, depuis 
1946, Sa 1v1ajeste a fait un don de ce genre aux citoyens d 1 0ttawa, 
par 1' entremise de la Cormnission, en temoignage de reconnaissance 
pour la bienveillance dont elle a ete l 1 objet durant son sejour 
ici, au cours de la derniere guerre. Conformement a ses desirs, 
une partie de ces bulbes ont ete plantes sur le terrain de 
l'Hopital civique et le reste, sur la berge du lac Dow. Des 
plaques avec inscription appropriee ont ete posees pres des 
plates~bandes pour indiquer aux visiteurs et aux citoyens de la 
ville la provenance de ces bulbes. 

Au debut du printemps, les allees qui s 1 etendent entre 
l'avenue Bronson et le pont de la rue Bank ont ete remises en .. etat sur une superficie de 5 acres. Plusieurs gros arbrcs a 
demi-morts, ainsi que les bosquets de thuyas qui n 1etaient plus 
d 1aucune utilite, ont ete enleves. Quelques monticules 
resultant des travaux de creusage du canal Rideau ont ete rases 
dans cette.region et toute la surface a ete gazonnee. u~ reseau 
de nouveaux sentiers y a ete amenage. Il convient peut-etre de 
mentionner ice que les bosquets lie thuyas qui s 1 y trouvaient 
favorisaient la mauvaise conduite~ ce qui a parfois necessite 
des enquetes de la police. 1 1 enlevement des thuyas et 
l'eclaircissement des arbres rendra la surveillance plus facile 
\ d . a cet en ro1.t • 

De nombreux travaux ont ete effectues dans la partie 
du pare de Rockcliffe qui s 1 etend dulac J.VlcKay aux casernes de 
la G endarrnerie royale. Quatre acres et demie de terrain ont 
ete gazonnees et 60 autres ont ete preparees en prevision de 
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l'ensemencement en 1951. Grace a cestravaux d'embellissement, 
la region sera digne de la capitale nationale et sans doute 
tres frequentee a la suite de la construction d'un grand 
nombre d'habitations nouvelles. 

Une petite 1le de Hull, situee dans le ruisseau 
Brewery, au nord de la route d'Aylner, a ete cedee a la 
Commission par la ville de Hull, durant l'annee. Comme elle 
servait d'entrepot municipal depuis plusieurs annees, elle 
etait couverte de h~ngars et de constructions bien peu 
artistiques. Ces batin1ents ont tous ete enleves, l'lle a ete 
surelevee de quelques pieds au dessus du niveau de l'eau. 
L'ancienne cheminee qui faisait autrefois partie de l'usine de 
pompage des eaux pour la ville de Hull a egalement ete demolie. 
Le gazonnage et les fleurs annuelles qui y ont ete plantees 
ont transforme l'lle en l'un des petits pares les plus 
reposants et les plus attrayants du district. Un mur de 
pierre peu eleve, construit sur le pourtour pour la protection 
du public, lui donne une apparence attrayanteau milieu des eaux 
rapides qui l'entourent. 

Dans le pare Rockcliffe, le progrnrnme do reboisoment, 
entrepris en 1938 sur la colline Pine, a atteint un point qui 
en permet la reouverture au public. Un peu partout a travers 
le pare, le sumac veneneux a ete asperge au vaporisateur, do 
nombreux bulbes de jonquilles ont ete mis en terre ot une 
acre et demie de terrain a ete nivelee et ensemencee. 

Aux jardins J.VI[~cDonald, les plants et lo gazon qui 
avaient ete endommages ou detruits lors de l'eroction des 
logements d'urgence ont ete remplaces ou remis en etat. Des 
haies ot des rideaux d'arbustes ont ete plantes afin 
d'enjoliver lo nouveau ter~ain de jeu construit par la ville. 

Les plates-bandes du pare StrathconB ont ete agrandies 
et d'autres reunies en une seule. 

Des travaux importants ont ete effectues entre 
l'avenue Stanley et la riviere Rideau. Deux acres de terrain 
ont ete remblayees, nivelees et ensemencees. Plus loin, sur 
la berge de la riviere Rideau, entre les rues Rose et 
Bruyere, on s'est servi de grosses pierres de remblayage pour 
elargir le pare et le proteger contre l'erosion. On a a~nsi 
amenage environ 900 pieds de chaussee le long de la riviere. 

L'allee du Rideau canal, entre l'avenue Laurier et la 
rue Elgin, a ete remis en etat; 95 coniferes, 700 arbustes de 
differentes varietes et 4,700 plantes grimpantes ont·ete 
plantees; aux environs du lac Dow, les rocailles ont ete 
reconstruites et agrandies de faqon a offrir un spectacle 
floral qui plaise davantage a l'oeil des voyageurs qui 
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penetrent dans la ville a cet endroit. 

,... Sur la co~line du Parlement; la berge no::d a r'?qu un 
revetement de roca1lle et 2·, 500 boutures ayant pr1s rac1ne y 
ont ete plantees·. On espere ainsi mettre un frein a 
1 1 erosion. 

Dans le coin nord-est du pare Hampton, une acre 
additionnelle a ete n~Yel,.ee et gazonnee. On a plante 7,500 
bulbes de jonquilles a ltintersection d'Island-Park Drive et 
de la route d'Aylmer. 

L'Echo-Drive, entre le pont de l'avenue Pretoria et 
l'avenue Bronson a ete completement remise en etat et de 
nouvelles plantations ont ete faites on bordure. Plusieurs 
plates-bandes ont ete agrandies et cinq erables de 30 pieds 
de hauteur ont ete enleves de l'endroit ou sera erige le pont 
Mackenzie-King. Cos arbres seront replantes aupres des ormes 
et contriburoront a former un bosquet, memo si ces derniers 
devaiont mourir plus tard de la maladie hollandaise de l'orme. 
Cinquante pormniers sauvages a fleurs ont aussi ete plantes 
dans cette region. 

A Rideau-Hall, los principaux Jardins ont ete remis 
en etat et ameliores; on a fait dispara1tre d'inutiles allees 
dans le jardin potager. 

Des plants de bonne taille ont ete mis en terre 
devant l'entree principale de l'edifice des quartiers generaux 
de la Defense nationale et sur le terrain qui fait face a la 
rue Elgin. 

Au debut de l'hiver, le vent a renverse des centaines 
d'arbres et en a endommage beaucoup d 1 autres. Les degats, 
ont ete particulierement eleves dans le pare Rockcliffe ou 
plusieurs des vieux pins blancs ont ete deracines ou brises. 
Los arbres sains ont ete scies en billes et les autres 
utilises comme bois de chauffage. 

Les travaux de plantation de la Commission du district 
federal interessent non seulement des milliers de gens de la 
region d 1 0ttawa mais de partout au Canada. L'usage du pour­
pier, des rosiers floribunda et rugosa, du cleome, des lys 
d'eau, crocus et jonquillos, est maintenant beaucoup plus 
repandu depuis que la Commission du district federal s'en sert 
pour l'ornementation des allees et promenades de la capitale. 
Cette annee, de nombreux begonias ont ete plantes et accueillis 
par le public avec plus d'enthousiasme que toute autre plante 
ornementale utili see jusqu' ici. La maison Kenneth !VIcDonald 
and Sons Ltd. a donne 35,000 bulbes de glaieuls a la Commission 
qui les a mises en terre cette annee. 
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La pepiniere a ete agrandie et couvre maintenant 
huit acres de plus; 250 jepnes arbres y ont ete plantes, a 
bonne distance les uns des autres. A mesure qu'ils se 
developperont, de nouvelles varietes deviendront disponibles 
et il sera possible de co~tinuer a fournir de jeunes plants, 
conformement au programme:projete.

Depuis 1938, la Commission a fait l'acquisition de 
t~r:~ins sur le haut eperon des Laurent:j.des, entre les 
rJ.VJ.eres Gatineau et Ottawa, pour y etablir U{l pare naturel • 
Cette region en grande partie boisee, qui recele la flore et 
la faune indigenes, est devenu le refuge d'animaux a fourrure 
tels le chevreuil, le renard, le caster, le visom et le raton. 
C'est le rendez-vous principal des skieu:rs du District de la 
capitale nationale. L'ete, on s'en sert de plus en plus comme 
terrain de campement et de pique-hique'\ On estime qu' en 1950, 
250,000 personnes ont visi te. le pare) cela en de pit d' une tres 
mauvaise saison de ski. En vue de faciliter le transport des 
skieurs jusqu'au pavillon principal de Camp-Fortune, la 
Commission a construit une route allant du chemin du lac Meach 
jusqu'au Camp. Les autobus de la Compagnie de Transport Urbain 
de Hull y feront la navette, ce qui pe:rmettra aux spectateurs 
d'assister aux concours de championnats de ski du Dominion en 
1951. 

Tard dans l 1 automne, un ouragan a balaye la partie 
inferieure du pare et renverse plusieurs arbres adultes que 
la Commission entretenait pour fins d'ensemencement. Cette 
question est serieuse puisque, en general, le couvert 
forestier du pare est de qualite mediocre. crest pourquoi la 
Commission recourait n une methode de reproduction naturelle 
par s grands arbres. Pour pouvoir sortie les arbres tombes, 
la Commission a du proceder a de fortes coupes. 

La plupart des achats de terrains ont ete fait en 
1950 entre Kingsmere et le chemin d'Aylmer, pour que le pare 
Gatineau ait une entree du cote de l'agglomeration urbaine. 
On espere que fina1ement une route paysagee sera construite a travers ces proprietes, du chemin d'Aylmer au poste d'obser­
vation propose, et meme jusqu'a Kingsmere. Cette nouvelle 
voie, plus directe, penetrerait au coeur de 1a region de ski 
dans un decor naturel. Le plan d'amenagement de la ferme 
Benedict est conqu de faqon qu'un des acces a cette route de 
plaisance passera a travers cette propriete.

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Feu le tres honorable William Lyon l\1ackenzie King, 
C.P., a legue par testament a l'Etat ses vastes domaines de 
Kingsmere. Ils seront remis a la CorMaission du district 
federal pour fins d'entretien et deviendront partie integrante 
du pare Gatineau. Ce legs est d'environ 600 acres. 

La Commission a etabli a Kingsmere un musee d'artisanat 
indien dans l'ancienne maiso~ Booth. Elle se felicite d'avoir 
obtenu les serv~ces de madame Juliette Gaultier pour la 
reunion, la preparation et l'entretien des objets exposes. 
Ce musee a attire plusieurs visiteurs au pare et est devenu 
l'un des endroits les plus interessants de la region. 
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Entretien des terrains du gouvernement 

La Commission s'est occupee dans le passe de l'enleve­
ment de ~a neige, de la tonte du gazon, du soin des plantes et 
et l'enlevement des cendresxet des irr~ondices sur les terrains 
attenant aux edifices de l'Etat. Des negociations sont en 
cours pour inserer, dsns les clauses de la subvention accordee 
pour tenir lieu de taxes, une disposition prevoyant que 
l'enl~vement de la neige et des dechets sera fait par la ville. 

Depuis la guerre, les minist~res du gouvernement ont 
presente plusieurs requetes demandant de plus grands espaces 
de stationnement, vu le nombre croissant de v~hicules moteurs 
dans la region d 10ttawa. Le deneigement et les travaux de 
surface reguis pour satisfaire a ces demandes ont grandement 
contribue ~-hausser les depenses d'entretien. Vu,que le pro­
gramme de construction de nouveaux edifices de l'Etat avance, 
le cout dtentretien des terrains va grandir en proportion, 
mais la plus grande repercussion de ce plan ne se fera probable­
ment pas sentir avant 1952.

En 1950, on a mis en marche deux entreprises de haute 
importance: le pont lVIackenzie-King et le raccourci du chemin 
de fera 

Le pont Mackenzie-King relie la rue Elgin et la rue 
Wallel:' au moyen d'un viaduc qui franchit le Driveway, le canal 
Rideau, 1m reseau considerable de voies ferrees, et la rue 
Nicholasi Le contrat a ete adjuge a la E.G.r.r1. Cape Construction 
Company, de Montreal, qui commenqa les trava·ux tard au printemps. 
La construction est surveillee par le ministere des Travaux 
publics sous la direction de la Commission du district federal. 
Au cours des travaux, la province d 70ntario a apporte sa 
collaboration en permettant au comte de Carleton de faire don a 
la Commission d'une partie du preau de la prison, rue Nicholas. 
Cela entra1na l'erection d'un mur elevf! en remplacement des 
murs du preau qui furent demolis. A la fin de 1950, la travee 
du pont dominant la rue Nicholas ainsi que l'abaissement du 
pavage et du revetement de la rue etaient termines. On a acquis 
les terrains necessaires au pont; des negotiations sont xn c~urs 
pour l'evacuation des familles au printemps de 1951. Grace a 
la cooperation du National-Canadien, on a obtenu suffisamment 
d'espace sur le terrain de la voie ferree pour l'empattement des 
pilliers du pont.

Selon cet accord, la Commission obtient, par acte de 
cession, .1e droit de passage actuel et les facilites du chemin 
de fer depuis la rue Elgin jusqu'a une distance de 12 milles 
vers l'ouest.

Tard dans l'ete, 
ce contrat a ete adjuge a la Therrien Construction Company, le 
plus bas soumissionnaire. Cette Compagnie a maintenant rEi!alise 
des progres importants dans le nivellement et la construction 
des pants o~ passent, par~dessus les voies ferrees, les chemins 
de Russell et de Metcalfe. La Commission a demande et obtenu 
l'autorisation de la ville en ce qui concerne l'entrave 
necessairement apportee a la circulation. 
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Acquisition, administration et entretien 
de biens immobi1iers 

En 1947, la Commission a exproprie des terrains 
situes le long· des rivieres Ottawa et Rideau en vue d'amenager 
des routGS de plaisance et des centres recreatifs pour la Ville 
d'Ottawa. En 1945, elle a exproprie des terrains entre 1a 
rue Sussex et le Lady-Grey Drive afin de proteger l'emplacement 
de futurs edifices du gouvernement le long de la rue Sussex. 
En 1947, elle a fait l'acquisition de vastes terrains dans la 
region du pont Hurdman et du chemin Walkley pour des fins 
industrielles et ferroviaires, El1e a aussi achete des 
proprietes a l'extremite est dupont Mackenzie-King et le long 
des voies du National-Canadien a travers la ville. En tau!, 
cela represents quelque 525 proprietes: la Commission a du 
entrer en pourparlers avec tous cesproprietaires depuis ces 
dernieres annees.

Gomme par le passe, la Commission a pratique la 
pulverisGtion, le debroussaillement et le drainage dans , 
la region d 10ttawa et de Hull. On a effectue ce travail a 
l 1aide d'un vaporisateur aerosol d'echappement attache a 
un jeep. Cette methode fut particulierement efficace contre 
la reproduction dans les fosses et les marecages de la 
peripherie. On s 1 est servit d 1un melange de un et de deux 
pour cent de D.D.T. et d 1 huile combustible. 

Avec la collaboration du C.A.R.C. et du ministere 
de l 1 Agriculture, on a eu recours a la pulverisation p~r avion 
dans les regions de reproduction de la riviere Ottawa a l'est 
de Hull. On a employe un melange de quatre pour cent de 
D.D.T. et fourni au C.A.R.C. les materiaux necessaires a ce 
travail. 

Un vaporisateur insecticide Todd (TIFA), achete par 
la Conrrnission, sera employe en 1951.
