THE NATIONAL CAPITAL COMMISSION 

The National Capital Commission is a Crown Corporation. 
It operates under powers set out in the National Capital 
Act which received assent on September 5, 1958 and 
subsequently proclaimed on February 6, 1959. The 
Commission is the successor to the Federal District 
Commission (1927-1959)which in turn was preceded by 
the Ottawa Improvement Commission (1899-1927). 

Objects and Purposes 

The objects and purposes of the Commission are defined 
in Section 10 (1) of the National Capital Act. They are: 

"to prepare plans for and assist in the development, 
conservation and improvement of the National 
Capital Region in order that the nature and charac­
ter of the seat of the Government of Canada may be 
in accordance with its national significance." 

An important aspect of the work of the Commission is the 
co-ordination of planning with the local governments 
operating within the 1,800 square miles of the National 
Capital Region. The Commission deals with 72 local 
municipal authorities in the provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec. 

Powers and Limitations 

The Commission operates within limits prescribed by the 
National Capital Act, the Financial Administration Act 
and other government directives. 

The primary role of the Commission is to plan for and 
assist in the development of the National Capital Region. 
The Commission can acquire and develop property, con­
struct and maintain roads, bridges, porks and other 
public works. It can undertake joint projects with 
municipalities, construct and operate concessions, make 
grantsfor various purposes and maintain historic 
buildings. 

All the projects and expenditures of the Commission 
require government approval. The approval of the 
Governor-in-Council must be obtained through the 
Treasury Board prior to the acquisition of any property 
valued at more than $25,000 or before any land valued 
at over $10,000 is sold. Approval of the Governor-in­
Council is also required before the Commission takes or 
acquires land without the consent of the owner. Author­
ity must also be sought and granted before the Commis­
sion enters into leases of property for more than five 
years, when it enters into joint projects with municipal­
ities, undertakes construction, or makes grants. Treasury 
Board approval must be secured before major contracts 
can be awarded.

Pouvoirs et limitations de Ia Commission 

Les pouvoirs de Ia Commission sont enonces dans Ia Loi 
sur Ia Capitate nationale, Ia Loi sur !'administration 
financiere et dans d'autres directives gouvernementales. 

Le role fondamental de Ia Commission consiste a dresser 
des plans d'urbanisme et a aider a l'amenagement de Ia 
region de Ia capitale nationale. Le Commission peut 
acquerir des proprietes, et les amenager, construire et 
entretenir des routes, des ponts, des pares et autres 
oeuvres publiques. Elle entreprend en plus des travaux 
de concert avec les municipalites, construit et g~re des 
concessions, accorde des octrois a certaines fins et 
entretient des bdtiments historiques. 

La Commission doit obtenir !'approbation du gouverne­
ment federal pour tous ses plans et debourses.

entreprendre des travaux de construction. Le Consei I du 
Tresor doit aussi approuver tousles contrats d'importance 
majeure decernes par Ia Commission. 





Composition 

The Commission is composed of 20 members. At least one 
is appointed from each of the ten provinces. In addition, 
there is a Chairman and a Vice-Chairman, at least two 
members from the City of Ottawa 1 at least one from the 
City of Hull, at least one member from a Quebec munic­
ipality within the National Capital Region other than 
Hull and at least one member representing an 0 n tar i o 
m u n i c i pa I it y located within the region other than 
Ottawa. 

The Chairman is the Chief Executive Officer of the 
Commission and presides at all meetings. In his absence, 
this duty is exercised by the Vice-Chairman. The Chair­
man, Vice-Chairman and the General Manager of the 
Commission are designated by the Governor-in-Council. 
The General Manager is responsible for the management 
and administration of the Commission. The Commission 
must meet at least three times a year in the City of 
Ottawa.

Notes to Balance Sheet as at March 31, 1969 

Parliament in the years 1959-60 to 1968-69 inclusive, has authorized loans of $41,300,000 to the Commission for 
the purpose of acquiring property in the Greenbelt, Of this amount, $39,100,000 has been borrowed to March 31, 
1969, leaving $2,200,000which may be borrowed in subsequent years. 

In addition to the recorded liabilities, the Commission was obligated as at March 31, 1969, for compensation for 
properties expropriated estimated at $11,032,000 of which the Bank of Canada will reimburse the Commission an 
estimated $1,310,000 for properties acquired on their beha If. 

The Commission is committed to landscape and to transfer certain lands as follows: 

(a) to the City of Ottawa: certain lands for Riverside Drive, at 50% of cost, the right-of-way for the Queensway 
from the eastern city limits to the Rideau Canal, free of charge; and 

(b) to the provinces of Ontario and Quebec, the approaches for the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge, free of charge. 

(4) The cost of the land transferred to the railway companies, pursuant to the agreements with them, has yet to be 
ascertained and, therefore, remains included in the capital assets of the Commission.

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Railway Relocation 

The railway relocation programme, which began 
with the construction of Walkley Yard in 1950, 
was substantially completed with the construction 
of the Hull Railway Station in 1968. During this 
eighteen year period the Commission spent ap­
proximately $41 million on the relocation of the 
railway facilities and in return received land 
valued at approximately $20 million. 

During the year, the commitments of the Commis­
sion to transfer to the railway companies, pur­
suant to agreements, certain railway facilities 
constructed under the railway relocation scheme, 
were implemented. Book entries recording these 
transfers appear in the Financial Statements. The 
value of the land to be transferred has not yet 
been ascertained. 

Development 

Landscaping on the Ottawa River Parkway and 
the Western Parkway, which i n c I u de d large 
plantings in the vicinity of Carling Avenue and 
extensive grading operations on lands adjacent to 
the Ottawa River Parkway in LeBreton Flats, was 
completed during 1968-69. 

During the year, the Commission expropriated ap­
proximately 175 acres, involving 70 properties, 
for the Voyageur Parkway on the North Shore of 
the Ottawa River. Property negotiations began 
in June 1968 and seventeen settlements and five 
advances totalling $532,608 have been paid to 
former owners to 31 March 1969. As part of the 
redevelopment of downtown Ottawa, the Com­
mission, acting on behalf of the Government of 
Canada, settled seven properties valued at 
$4,437,148 in the area bounded by Sparks, Bank, 
Albert and Kent streets.

Reamenagement des voies ferrees 

Ce reamenagement commence par Ia construction 
de Ia gore de triage Walkley en 1950 s'est, a 
toutes fins pratiques, termine au cours de 1968 
avec Ia construction de Ia gore de Hull. Pendant 
les dix-huit annees ou i I s1est poursuivi I Ia Com­
mission y a consacre environ 41 million de dollars 
et elle a rec;l:l en retour des terrains evalues a 20 
million, environ. 

Au cours de Ia presente annee, Ia Commission a 
remis aux compagnies ferroviaires, comme elle 
s'etait engagee de Ia faire, certaines installations 
construites dans le cadre du programme de reame­
nagement. Une inscription figure a cet egard 
dans les etats financiers. On n'a cependant pas 
encore determine Ia valeur des terrains qui seront 
cedes. 

Travaux d 'amenagement 

L 1amenagement des sites le long de Ia promenade 
de JIOutaouais et de Ia promenade de I'Ouest­
ce qui comprenait Ia plantation de nombreux 
arbres aux environs de 11avenue Carling et des 
nivellements de terrains pr~s de Ia promenade de 
I'Outaouais dans le secteur LeBreton, a pris fin 
pendant Pan nee fi nanci ~re 1968-1969.

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THE NATIONAL CAPITAL COMMISSION 

The National Capital Commission is a Crown Corporation. 
It operates under powers set out in the National Capital 
Act which received assent on September 5, 1958 and 
subsequently proclaimed on February 6, 1959. The 
Commission is the successor to the Federal District 
Commission (1927-1959) which in turn was preceded by 
the Ottawa Improvement Commission (1899-1927). 

Objects and Purposes 

The objects and purposes of the Commission are defined 
in Section 10 (1) of the National Capital Act. They are: 

"to prepare plans for and assist in the development, 
conservation and improvement of the National 
Capital Region in order that the nature and charac­
ter of the seat of the Government of Canada may be 
in accordance with its national significance." 

An important aspect of the work of the Commission is the 
co-ordination of planning with the local governments 
operating within the 1,800 square miles of the National 
Capital Region. The Commission deals with 72 local 
municipal authorities in the provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec. 

Powers and limitations 

The Commission operates within limits prescribed by the 
National Capital Act, the Financial Administration Act 
and other government directives. 

The primary role of the Commission is to plan for and 
assist in the development of the National Capital Region. 
The Commission can acquire and develop property, con­
struct and maintain roads, bridges, parks and other 
public works. It can undertake joint projects with 
municipalities, construct and operate concessions, make 
grants for various purposes and maintain historic 
buildings. 

All the projects and expenditures of the Commission 
require government approval. The approval of the 
Governor-in-Council must be obtained through the 
Treasury Board prior to the acquisition of any property 
valued at more than $25,000 or before any land valued 
at over $10,000 is sold. Approval of the Governor-in­
Council is also required before the Commission takes or 
acquires land without the consent of the owner. Author­
ity must also be sought and granted before the Commis­
sion enters into leases of property for more than five 
years, when it enters into joint projects with municipal­
ities, undertakes construction, or makes grants. Treasury 
Board approval must be secured before major contracts 
can be awarded.

Buts et objets

Pouvoirs et limitations de Ia Commission 

Les pouvoirs de Ia Commission sont enonces dans Ia Loi 
sur Ia Capitale nationale, Ia Loi sur !'administration 
financi~re et dans d'autres directives gouvernementales. 

Le rdle fondamental de Ia Commission consiste a dresser 
des plans d 'urbanisme et a aider a l'amenagement de Ia 
region de Ia capitale nationale. Le Commission peut 
acquerir des proprietes, et les amenager, construire et 
entretenir des routes, des ponts, des pares et autres 
oeuvres publiques. Elle entreprend en plus des travaux 
de concert avec les municipalites, construit et g~re des 
concessions, accorde des octrois a certaines fins et 
entretient des bdtiments historiques. 

La Commission doit obtenir !'approbation du gouverne­
ment federal pour tous ses plans et debourses. Elle ne 
peut acquerir une propriete immobili~re de plus de 
$25,000, ou vendre un terrain de plus de $10,000, sans 
le consentement du gouverneur en consei I par l'inter­
mediaire du Conseil du Tresor.

Composition 

The Commission is composed of 20 members. At least one 
is appointed from each of the ten provinces. In addition, 
there is a Chairman and a Vice-Chairman, at least two 
members from the City of Ottawa 1 at least one from the 
City of Hull 1 at I east one member from a Quebec munic­
ipality within the National Capital Region other than 
Hull and at least one member representing an 0 n tar i o 
m u n i c i pa I it y located within the region other than 
Ottawa. 

The Chairman is the Chief Executive Officer of the 
Commission and presides at all meetings. In his absence, 
this duty is exercised by the Vice-Chairman. The Chair­
man, Vice-Chairman and the General Manager of the 
Commission are designated by the Governor-in-Council. 
The General Manager is responsible for the management 
and administration of the Commission. The Commission 
must meet at least three times a year in the City of 
Ottawa. 
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Composition

Notes to Balance Sheet as at March 31, 1969 

(1) Parliament in the years 1959-60 to 1968-69 inclusive, has authorized loons of $41,300,000 to the Commission for 
the purpose of acquiring property in the Greenbelt. Of this amount, $39,100,000 has been borrowed to March 31, 
1969, leaving $2,200,000which may be borrowed in subsequent years. 

(2) In addition to the recorded liabilities, the Commission was obligated as at March 31 1969, for compensation for 
properties expropriated estimated at $11,032,000 of which the Bank of Canada will reimburse the Commission an 
estimated $1,310,000 for properties acquired on their behalf. 

(3) The Commission is committed to landscape and to transfer certain lands as follows: 

(a) to the City of Ottawa: certain lands for Riverside Drive, at 50% of cost, the right-of-way for the Queensway 
from the eastern city limits to the Rideau Canal, free of charge; and 

(b) to the provinces of Ontario and Quebec, the approaches for the Macdonald-Cartier Bridge, free of charge. 

(4) The cost of the land transferred to the railway companies, pursuant to the agreements with them, has yet to be 
ascertained and, therefore, remains included in the capitol assets of the Commission.
