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GENERAL INFORMATION

Start: Parent Beach parking lot (vehicle access fees required between mid-June and early September),
300 Chemin du Lac-Philippe, Philippe Lake, Saint-Cécile-de-Masham

Distance: 12 km « Level of difficulty: Easy to difficult « Elevation gain: go m « Time: 4 to 5 hours
Route: Follow Lusk Cave Trail, then trail 54, stop at the Lusk Cave; for a shorter return trip, take
trail 50, which follows the shore of Philippe Lake

Alternative route: For a more challenging route, return via trail 54, stop at the Lusk Lake Shelter
and then continue along trail 55 (Chemin du Lac-Taylor).

By bike: Take trail 50 to the end of Philippe Lake, where there are bike racks to leave your bike.
From this point, continue to the cave on foot.

Comments: The Lusk Cave Trail follows quite rolling terrain. In the cave itself, water levels can be
as high as a metre or more. An extra pair of shoes, flashlight and safety helmet are recommended.
Sandals and rubber boots are not recommended footwear for this route.
